Work is about to start on cleaning the dykes along the bypass and at the entrance to the village.  
This will be done in 100 metre lengths, as budgets permit. 
 
The Parish is to ask neighbouring villages to join with them in getting a meeting together to 
discuss the growth of Peterborough and the effect it may have on our villages.

Our local policeman attended our recent meeting on the 20th September, and gave a report on 
crime in Glinton over the last three months.
